Completion - Did you turn your video in on the due date?  Or was it a few days later?  Projects need to be turned in on time.  A due date and you will be required to meet the due date for full credit of completion points. Example:  Turned in on due date full 30 pts. 1 day late 25/30.  2 days late 20/30.   3 days late 15/30.   And so on
